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Preface 
 
In this booklet you will find 47 projects, dealing with 19 subjects.  
These projects use the “Independent Learning Method”, this means that a teacher helps 
his/her pupils when they are searching for information. He guides the pupils but he doesn’t 
teach. 
 
The central issues for all projects are: ‘Citizenship’ and ‘The European Union’. Therefore 
pupils could use all the booklets published by the E.U. about these issues. Booklets which are 
published in almost every language spoken in the E.U. countries. Beside these booklets the 
pupils used the internet, books, magazines and text books from school. 
 
The project lasted three years. 
 
In the first year 2006-2007, we collected the bottlenecks about ‘Citizenship’ and ‘The E.U.”. 
What did the pupils have to learn about these issues? Therefore we organized a‘Comeniusday’ 
for all schools in Belgium in the coordinating school. Through all kinds of workshops we 
tried to find out what our pupils knew and didn’t know about the E.U. and citizenship. 
 
Last year a variety of teachers, in the five participating schools, started developing ILM-
projects of all kind. They did the project at their school and evaluated it. At the end of that 
school year we had a workout booklet with 47 projects spread over 19 subjects. 
 
This school year we offered the booklet to each other. This meant that we did a try out of the 
projects from participating schools in our own schools and evaluated the projects again. The 
result of this work we brought together in the final booklet. A booklet we want to offer to 
each person who wants to use it. 
 
We will also put this booklet on the internet. It will be on the website of each participating 
school. It will also be on the school related websites in the participating countries. In Belgium 
you will find the booklet on the website of “Klasse”, a school magazine for every teacher in 
Flanders. 
 
We will also offer this booklet to you, members of the European Parliament and 
representatives of the participating countries. Because we would like to show you that schools 
from all over Europe find it important that they prepare their students for a united Europe, to 
promote peace and tolerance among the European population.
